Where for us, all the sacrifices
were completed in Christ

A.D. 70, Romans destroyed Jerusalem
THEN ... the sacrifices

ended for the Jews too




Depending on the date of the Exodus .... b
Means 3,400-3,200 years ago since their LAW was instituted «q

And 2,000 years ago since their relevance died

It is important to relate:

3 “‘If the offering is a burnt offering
from the herd, you are to offer

a MALE without defect.

Now ... “burnt offering” is not the best
translation of the word

It is a good translation of the MEANING

The word means “what is brought UP”

As in ascending UP, UP, UPZ

MEANS: TOTALLY consumed by FIRE!
young bullock ... young rams, goats
for poor: turtle-doves or young pigeons

This burnt offering of FIRE
