 Mary anoints Jesus

John 12 – at Triumphant Entry

   Part of Crowd are those who

  witnessed Jesus RAISE Lazarus

John 12 – Jesus foretell his Death again

   His “Soul troubled … for this reason I came to this hour”

 Voice from Heaven thundered “I have glorified it & will glorify it again.”

Luke 19:41-42  Approaching Jerusalem … Jesus WEPT

 said, “If you, even you, had only known on this day 

 what would bring you peace—but now it is HIDDEN….

NOTICE:  Matthew & Luke BOTH

   Right after Triumphant Entry

 Jesus went & CEARED Temple

Mark 11:11  Jesus enters Jerusalem 

 … temple … LOOKS around….

     ALREADY LATE, goes Bethany….

2  “Go to the village … find a COLT tied there which 

    no one has ever ridden. Untie it & bring it here.

3-6   If anyone asks … ‘The Lord needs it.’” … they did

7  they … threw their cloaks over it, 

     JESUS SAT ON IT
8  MANY PEOPLE spread their cloaks on the road, 

 while others spread branches cut in the fields.

11:9  Those who went ahead & followed shouted,

     “Hosanna!”

  “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”

10  “Blessed is the coming kingdom of our father David!”

  “Hosanna in the highest heaven!”

Hosanna appears 6x in N.T. – 5 Triumphal Entry, 1 Temple in Matt, Mk, Luke

Hosanna is from Hebrew into Greek into English—as the word SOUNDS  

Hosanna = “Save, We Pray” “Save NOW!” – cry w deep EMOTION 

 = MEANING “Save/Protect/Succor this Son of David NOW!”

     = MEANING “BLESS this Son of David NOW!”

  7th day Feast of Tabernacles called "Great Hosanna" or "Hosanna Day"

Hosanna = customary greeting @ Feast of Tabernacles – quoting Ps 118:25

Lord, save us!  Lord, grant us success!

11:11  Jesus entered Jerusalem and

 He looked around at everything, 

  but since it was ALREADY LATE, 

   He went out to Bethany with the Twelve.

BACK over Mt of Olives a few miles to Bethany

- We do NOT know for sure … Martha & Mary’s? 

John 12 – Jesus is at Martha & Mary’s 

 Mary Anoints Jesus – Day BEFORE Triumphant Entry

RETURNED Martha & Mary’s for Last BEST Meal 

  BEFORE Last Supper in Jerusalem

11:12  Next day as they were leaving Bethany, 

    Jesus was hungry

13  Seeing in the distance a fig tree IN LEAF, 

 he went to find out if it had any fruit.

 When he reached it, HE FOUND NOTHING but leaves, 

  because it was NOT THE SEASON FOR FIGS

14  Then he said to the tree,

  “May NO ONE ever eat fruit from you again.”

   And his disciples heard him say it.

    Hard to grasp—cursed even when NOT in season

 OVERTURNED the tables of the money changers and 

  benches of those selling doves,  

  [^ few later scripts place v15 after 11:25 as v26] 

16  WOULD NOT allow anyone to carry

      merchandise thru the temple courts.

Jesus took over … an authority unseen before … 

  Doubtlessly a little of His irresistible 

     Glory to Come

11:17 And as he taught them, he said,

    But you have made it den of robbers.

18  Chief Priests & Teachers of the Law heard this &

  began LOOKING for a way to KILL  him, for they feared him, 

   because the whole crowd was AMAZED at his teaching.

19  When evening came, Jesus & Disciples went OUT OF THE CITY.

 Back to Bethany? … perhaps … next day back into Jerusalem

11:20  In the morning, as they went along, 

  they saw the fig tree withered from the roots.

21  Peter remembered … “Rabbi, look! 

 The fig tree you cursed has withered!”

22  “HAVE FAITH IN GOD,” Jesus answered.

23  “Truly I tell you, if anyone says to this MOUNTAIN, 

  ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’ and 

   does NOT DOUBT IN THEIR HEART but believes … 

it will be done for them.

OTHER than what it says, NO ONE TRULY understands …  or grasps it

 Unless … Jesus meant that we are what Paul said in Rom 3:23-24:

“ALL … fall short of the glory of God, & ALL are justified freely by 

His grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus.”.

11:24  Therefore I tell you, 

 WHATEVER you ask for in prayer, 

  believe that you have received it, and

    IT WILL BE YOURS

25  And when you stand praying, 

  if you hold anything against anyone, 

  forgive them, so that your Father in heaven 

   may forgive you your sins.”  [as v26  6:15]

Jesus asked us to do what HE will do for us in one week … Luke 22:34

   On the cross, “Forgive them, for they know NOW what they do”

Politics FIRST – By “What Authority”? – 

 NOT Merely the Temple Cleaning – Jesus too Famous

11:27  They arrived again in Jerusalem, & while 

 Jesus was walking in the temple courts, 

  Chief Priests, Teachers of the Law, Elders

      CAME TO HIM

28  “By what AUTHORITY are you doing these things?” ….

29  Jesus replied, “I will ask you one question. 

  Answer me, and I will tell you by what authority….

30  “John’s baptism—was it from heaven, 

  or of human origin? Tell me!”

11:31  They discussed it among themselves & said,

  ‘Then why didn’t you believe him?’

32  But if we say, ‘Of human origin’ . . . ” They feared the people, 

   for everyone held that John really was a prophet.

33  So they answered Jesus, “We don’t know.”

 Jesus said, “Neither will I tell you by what

  authority I am doing these things.”

That sounds like a WHOLE of NOTHING … except for WHO CAME

If the Sheriff, Texas Rangers, CIA, FBI, & my Pastor CAME to my door?

Jesus just SNUBBED the Rulers of Jerusalem

WE SEE things going Down D o w n  HILL … Religious Elite STRONGER

They intend to KILL  JESUS … cause Jesus will ALLOW them to KILL  

Last Miracle to come – Jesus Rises from the Grave
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
