BIB 1123 - 
Virtures of

An investigation of the virtue ethic of the 
Bible, from the ancients through 
contemporary culture with an emphasis on 
assessing our current cultural need, and 
on learning and living the qualities of 
character of a true believer in Christ.

BIB 1223 - The 
Narrative and 
Thematic 
Structure of 
the Bible 

A survey of the grand narrative of the Bible as a 
whole, exploring various thematic elements such as 
covenant, salvation, and kingdom. The course looks 
into the variety of literary components of the 
narrative, and the ways these components apply to 
the Bible in both large and small units.

ENG 1103 
English I - 
Rhetoric and 
Argument

An introductory study of the basics of 
English, including reading, 
comprehension, and composition.

An introduction to evangelism with emphasis upon 
the biblical, theological, and practical applications 
within the context of the local church. Special 
emphasis will be given to church growth and 
personal witnessing.

MIS 2013 - 
Introduction to 
Missions

An overview of the biblical, historical, and 
theological bases for Christian missions. 
Emphasis on the ability to explain the 
nature of cultures, interpret the 
relationship between culture and behavior, 
apply principles of cross-cultural 
communication, and envision 
contextualized worship. This class fulfills a 
core requirement for the Bachelor of 
Science degree.
